The National Agricultural Library (NAL) of the United States would like to consider indexing Online Journal of Veterinary Research in the AGRICOLA database.  AGRICOLA (agricola.nal.usda.gov) contains over 5 million citations to agricultural literature and is used worldwide by researchers, agriculturalists, and others.

 

The Library has begun a program to acquire metadata records containing article-level bibliographic data (author(s), article title, abstract, journal title, journal volume and issue number, pagination) in digital format from publishers in order to load it into AGRICOLA, its bibliographic database.  Many of these records contain digital object identifiers (DOI) or links to publisher web sites, so articles can be ordered directly from publishers if patrons do not have access to journals either through  personal or institutional subscriptions.  In order to assure AGRICOLA’s currency, NAL needs to have in place a seamless and automated method for adding new citations.

 

We prefer the metadata be sent to us in the current NLM Standard Publisher Data Format (www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/entrez/query/static/spec.html) and PubMed DTD (www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/entrez/query/static/PubMed.dtd).  If you are unable to provide it in this format, we will accept it in the format you provide . The one requirement is the metadata must be in a structured data format or some kind of coding so it can be mapped.

 

In addition, we welcome submissions of the full-text of the articles described by the metadata.   NAL will provide long-term preservation of the content.  

            

We will begin reviewing Online Journal of Veterinary Research for indexing  in AGRICOLA once we know that you will be able to provide us with the publisher metadata.  Please let me know if you will be able to provide this metadata as requested and if there are any copyright issues that will need to be addressed.  Also, please let me know if there is anything else that I need to do in order to acquire this metadata or facilitate the process.

 

Thanks in advance for your kind assistance
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 We reviewed your journal yesterday and accepted it for indexing in AGRICOLA.   
 
I didn’t expect it would be a problem for your journal staff to create the metadata we requested as I expected you’d been doing it all along for the PubMed.
 
I will have one of our metadata experts look at the metadata sample you supplied.  
 
I’m assuming you do not use DOIs (Digital Object Identifiers).   These are persistent links, so no matter what server the journal content is on, the identifier stays the same.   If you don’t use a DOI, would you want to put a URL link to the journal on each record?
 
We look forward to indexing your journal.
